1.  Look up the first four halogens.  Describe what each one looks like under normal conditions.

2.  Give the formula and name for three compounds that involve a Noble Gas.

3.  Look up the first five elements with the electron configuration ending in p3.  Give one biological use for each.

4.  Look up elements with the electron configuration ending in s2.  Give information about how each is commonly found IN NATURE. (How is this obtained by normal people in the real world? Is it found pure or as part of compound that then needs to be purified? What part of the world is it found in?)
5.  How many grams of calcium are in a person who weighs 125 pounds? (hint: look under the biology link)
6.  Give the name of an element that was named after:  Explain who the person/place, etc. was and why the element is named after them. 
a.  a place

b.  a male person 
c.  a female person
d.  a planet
e.  a mythological figure

f.  a physical characteristic

7.  a.  Give the names of  3 elements that have been known since prehistoric times.

b.  Give the names of 3 NATURALLY-OCCURING elements that were only found in the 20th century, the names of the people who discovered them, and the year of discovery.
c.  Give the names of 3 elements that were discovered in the 1800’s, the names of the people who discovered them, and the year of discovery.
