Element Game

Come to me to get an element name. DO NOT TELL ANYONE WHAT ELEMENT YOU HAVE. Use www.webelements.com, http://www.chemeddl.org/collections/ptl/  and other sources to find out about your element.  Find out such information as what the element looks like, who discovered it, what it’s used for. Find ten images that convey aspects of your element, making sure you note your source. (HINT: Google images is NOT a source). Your classmates will be trying to guess your element from the pictures. Put in pictures that will help them guess, but don’t make it too easy. 
Put together 10 images together in a collage using any program you like (I recommend Adobe Photoshop). Make sure you reference your sources using the correct MLA format. Save the picture as a .jpg file. Make the size of your collage 9 inches tall by 7 inches wide. Your classmates will have 30 seconds to guess which element you have. 
Put the file in your faculty hand-in folder. Also in your faculty hand-in folder, put in a separate Word file, listing the pictures and explaining why you chose them. Put your MLA citations in this file also.  This will count as a quiz grade.

Grading Rubric:

10 different pictures (pictures showing the same thing do not count as different pictures) – 4 points each

Explanation for each picture chosen – 4 points each
File in the correct format, size, etc. – 5 points

Creativity – 5 points

Sources in MLA format – 10 points.
