 Requirements:

· Pencils 

· Red or Bright Color Pens (Blue or Black not acceptable)

· Graphing Calculator TI-83 Plus
· Composition Notebook (All notes, homework and class work will be in this notebook and will be graded at least once a quarter)

· Folder (for tests, quizzes, worksheets and other handouts)

· Notebook paper available to take quizzes and tests  

· At least two whiteboard markers 

· Textbook 
All of the above need to be brought to class each day.

Personal and School Policies:

· It is important not to be late or miss a class since math is always dependent on what you have learned from the previous class.

· If you are absent it is your responsibility to check the Algebra website to find out what your assignment is as well as read over the lesson from the Smart Board. 
· If a worksheet has been distributed when you were absent you need to come and get it from me.

Testing Policy:

· Tests – after each chapter or half chapter. They will be announced at least two classes in advance.

· Quizzes-will be given on a regular basis 
· Four point review/basic math skill quizzes will be given each day.  Five sets of the four point quizzes will constitute one quiz grade.

· Correction in a bright color.

· The problem must be written in the notebook with the work.  Do not just write the answer.  (You do not need to write out word problems.)
Homework:

· There will be homework assigned after each class.

· You must use the composition notebook for homework and notes or you will start your grade at a B.

· Place the date of the assignment in the left margin of the page.

· Place any class notes or class work after the date.

· Put page number and number of problems you are doing for homework. 
· All worksheet problems must be done in the notebook not on the worksheet itself.
